Sponsored by the government, and with the Federation as the Central Coordinator, this one year territory-wide Internet "Be
Netwise" Education Campaign began in September 2009. The Campaign’s aims are enhanced awareness of safe online
behaviour, especially among primary and junior secondary students.

Over 400 young people are employed and trained as Internet Ambassadors to advocate the Campaign message. Many of them
have become more proactive and self-confident as a result. The NetWise Support Centre for Families was also set up with a
hotline to provide a one-stop service for parents and children, who argue about using the Internet. School talks are organized
to promote Internet safety for students, and schools are sponsored to establish Internet Safety Societies. Educational activities
such as exhibitions, multimedia contests, educational online games, etc. are also provided.
