The Hong Kong Federation of Youth Groups (HKFYG) has grown into the territory’s major youth work organization since it
was established in 1960. It provides opportunities and facilities for the social, educational, cultural and physical development

of young people. Income is from government subvention, grants from the Community Chest of Hong Kong, the Hong Kong
Jockey Club Charities Trust, other trust funds, programme fees, and both private and corporate donations.

HKFYG is dedicated to setting up a youth membership network and providing quality services that solve young people’s
problems and promote healthy all-round development. Over 60 service units organize more than 10,000 activities annually.
Attendance at programmes now stands at 5 million a year. We devote our resources and energy to twelve core services, all
designed to meet young people’s fast-changing needs.

The Federation has 22 Youth S.P.O.Ts, spreading over the territory. They provide space and many opportunities for young
people to develop. With modern design and the latest facilities, their services are geared specifically to meet the needs of the
young, helping them grow and mature as rounded individuals.

HKFYG promotes the concept of “life banking” for careers and employment. The Youth Employment Network (YEN) organizes
career expos and is setting up youth social enterprises. Youth Business Hong Kong, a programme for young entrepreneurs,
provides them with financial support and mentorship.

Other programmes cater for the needs of
teens with personal, emotional, family, academic, employment, drug and gambling problems, providing them with impetus and
opportunities to become re-integrated and involved.

The Youth Volunteer Network (VNET) is the territory’s biggest for young people. Well over 110,000
registered members provide more than half a million voluntary service hours per year. Each April, VNET
organizes service projects in Hong Kong to support the Global Youth Service Day and its year-round
Heart to Heart Project brings students and corporate volunteers together to do sponsored community
service for the needy.

We have two kindergartens, a primary school and a secondary school where dedicated teachers and a
stimulating learning environment provide students with a rounded education that allows every child to
excel. The Continuous Learning Centre encourages lifelong education and provides young people with
a continuous learning platform outside formal education.

International and regional schemes, competitions and exchange programmes are organized annually.
They include the Hong Kong Odyssey of the Mind Programme, the Hong Kong Student Science Project
Competition and the creativity education programme LEAD (Learning through Engineering, Art and Design).
All of them broaden horizons and encourage youngsters to be creative and fulfill their potential. Youth study
tours to the mainland are also organized to promote national education among young people.

HKFYG provides a wide-range of leisure, sports and cultural activities for youth, some of which take
place at its four camps and outdoor activities centres. The Federation’s choir, The Hong Kong Melody
Makers, and dance troupe, Hong Kong Youth Dance, cultivate young talent in the performing arts.

The Federation has a well established research centre which runs polls and studies, producing high
quality reports on topical issues. It has published over 200 reports on projects intended to improve
understanding of the community’s youth issues, and advocates new initiatives for youth services and
policies. Book production is dealt with by the Coordination Unit of Professional Series which is also
responsible for their sales and marketing. Youth Hong Kong is HKFYG’s quarterly journal in English. It
contains discussion, opinion, debate and analysis about youth, primarily at a local level with regional and
international comparisons.
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
