The aim of the English Public Speaking Contest is to
promote and cultivate the correct and confident use of
English by young people. In 2010, the Contest was being
held for the 7th time and saw 2,132 applications from 152
secondary schools. To date, over 9,600 students have
participated in the event.

The official Contest website was launched in February 2010,
which shared a number of public speaking tips and past
winning speech videos of the Contest. These useful learning
resources attracted over 54,000 hits within two months.
Another initiative was the Online Revival Round, where
speech videos were put online for the public to vote; the
one-week polling period had a total of over 4,424 votes and
14,500 viewings for the speeches.

Every year, the Champion of the Senior Division is sent to
compete at the International Public Speaking Competition in
London. The 2010 Hong Kong representative, Miss Karen
Chan Kar-wun, won the First Runner-up against 79 contestants
from 46 regions and countries. This was the best result a Hong
Kong winner has ever achieved in this competition.

"Hong Kong 200" is a 10-year programme which selects 200
youth leaders every year for intensive training in Hong Kong
and the Mainland.
